APPROVAL OF PLUMBING ORDINANCE

Pursuant to Section 36 of the Illinois Plumbing License Law (the “Law’; 225 ILCS 320/36) and Section 750.800(b) of the Illinois Plumbers Licensing Code (the
“Code”; 68 Il. Adm. Code 750.800(b)), the Illinois Department of Public Health is authorized to review and approve proposed ordinances of governmental units
related to the design of plumbing materials, and the operation and maintenance of plumbing systems. The review and approval of the following governmental
unit ordinance applies solely to the authorized governmental unit for the Village of Lincolnwood based upon IDPH’s review and analysis of (i) the proposed
ordinance, and (ii) the applicable information, facts and circumstances pertaining to this review presented by the governmental unit.
